“the Directors” means save as otherwise defined at Article 6 9 the
directors of the Company (and “Director’ means any one of those
directors),

“financial expert'means an individual, company or firm who 1s
authonsed to give investment advice under the Financial Services
and Markets Act 2000,

“the LAs”means all the local authorities covering the areas in which
the Academies are situated (and “the LA” shall mean any one of
these local authorities),

“Local Authority Associated Persons”means any person associated
with any local authority within the meaning given in section 69 of the
Local Government and Housing Act 1989,

“Local Governing Bodies” means the committees appointed
pursuant to Articles 100-101 and 104 (and “Local Governing Body”

means any one of these committees),

“Member’means a member of the Company and someone who as
such 1s bound by the undertaking contained in Article 8,

“the Memorandum” means the Memorandum of Association of
the Company,

“Office” means the registered office of the Company,

“Parent Directors” means the Directors appointed pursuant to
Articles 53 — 56 Inclusive,

“Principals” means the head teachers of the Academies (and
“Principal” means any one of these head teachers),

“Pnncipal Regulator” means the body or person appointed as the
Principal Regulator under the Chanties Act 2011,
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“‘Relevant Funding Agreements” means the agreement or
agreements entered Into by the Company and the Secretary of
State under sectton 1 of the Academies Act 2010 for the
establishment of each Academy, including any varnation or
supplemental agreements thereof,

“the seal” means the common seal of the Company If it has one,

“Secretary of State” means the Secretary of State for Education
Or successor,

“Staff Director” means an employee of the Company who may be

“teacher"means a person employed under a contract of
employment or a contract for services or otherwise engaged to

words importing the masculine gender only shall include the

subject as aforesaid, words or expressions contained In these
Articles shall, unless the context requires otherwise, bear the same
meaning as in the Companies Act 2006, as appropriate,

any reference to a statute or statutory provision shall include any
statute or statutory prowision which replaces or supersedes such

to advance for the public benefit education in the United
Kingdom, in particular but without prejudice to the generality of
the foregoing by establishing, maintaining, carrying on,
managing and developing schools (‘the mainstream
Academies”) offenng a broad and balanced curniculum or
educational instituttons which are principally concerned with
providing full-tme or part-time education for children of
compulsory school age who, by reason of illness, exclusion
from school or otherwise, may not for any period receive
suitable education unless alternative provision is made for them
(“the alternative provision Academies”) or 16 to 19 Academies
offering a curriculum appropriate to the needs of its students
(“the 16 to 19 Academies”) or schools specially organised to
make special educational provision for pupils with Special
Educational Needs (“the Special Academies”)

5 In furtherance of the Object but not further or otherwise the Company

may exercise the following powers -

(a) to draw, make, accept, endorse, discount, execute and issue
promissory notes, bills, cheques and other Instruments, and to

operate bank accounts in the name of the Company,

(b) to raise funds and to invite and receive contnibutions provided that in
raising funds the Company shall not undertake any substantial

(e) to establish or support, whether financially or otherwise, any
chantable trusts, associations or institutions formed for all or any of
the Object,

(f) to co-operate with other charities, other independent and maintained
schools, schools maintained by a local authonty, 18-19 Academies,
alternative provision Academies, insttubhons within the further
education sector, voluntary bodies and statutory authorities operating
in furtherance of the Object and to exchange information and advice
with them,

(g) to pay out of funds of the Company the costs, charges and expenses
of and incidental to the formation and registration of the Company,

(h) to establish, maintain, carry on, manage and develop the Academies
at locations to be determined by the Directors,

() to offer scholarships, exhibitions, pnizes and awards to pupils and
students former pupills and former students, and otherwise to
encourage and assist pupils and students and former pupils and

former students,

() to provide educational facilities and services to students of all ages
and the wider community for the public benefit,

(k) to carry out research into the development and application of new
techniques in education and to thew approach to curriculum
development and delivery and to publish the results of such research,
and to develop means of benefiting from application of the expenence
of industry, commerce, other schools, educational institutions and the
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voluntary sector to the education of pupls and students In
academies,

() subject to such consents as may be required by law and/or by any
contract entered into by or on behalf of the Company, to borrow and
raise money for the furtherance of the Object in such manner and on

(m) to deposit or invest any funds of the Company not immediately
required for the furtherance of its object (but to invest only after
obtaining such advice from a financial expert as the Directors

142 If at the time of either his becoming a Member of the Company or his
first appointment to office as a Director any Member or Director was not a
Local Authonty Associated Person but later becomes so dunng his
